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Irish Church History

AN ANNOUNCEMENT

This is the last issue of the Proceedings of the Irish Catholic
Historical Committee. 1t is being replaced by a new journal.

The Committee was established in October 1951 with the encour-
agement of the Irish hierarchy ; the objects of the Committee were
set out in the “ Statement of Establishment ~” which was circularized
at that time to those whose interest gave the initial impetus to the
new venture. From the beginning the Committee has had the support
of historians throughout the country. It has worked in close co-
operation with local and diocesan historical societies; experts
from several dioceses have read papers at the annual conference
on Irish ecclesiastical history.

Since the year 1955 the papers read at these conferences have
been published as Proceedings. The executive of the Committee
decided at a meeting on 17 October 1961 that the time had come
to widen the scope of the annual publication. It was resolved that
a new journal called Irish Church History be published as from
1963. This will continue to include the papers read at the annual
conference, but will also contain additional features calculated to
appeal to a wider circle of readers. The journal will have an attractive
cover, and will be illustrated. A section entitled “ Notes and
Queries "’ will provide a valuable channel for the exchange of
information between historians, and will enable them to draw on
the local knowledge of experts in parishes and dioceses. In order to
indicate the character of this section, a few examples are included
in the present issue of Proceedings—see pp. 29-32.

For the benefit of persons living at a distance from libraries the
editors will publish select lists of recent publications likely to be
of use for local and diocesan history. Other features corresponding
to the needs of local historians will appear according as these needs
are made known through the journal.

The series Congregazioni Particolari sugli Affari d’Irlanda (vols. 11,
32, 344, 34B, 80) were most valuable, while the Scritture Riferite
nei Congressi, Irlanda (vols. 5-9) contain the greatest volume of
Irish news, much of it useless, a good deal of it illegible, but some
at least of great importance. The Udienze di Nostro Signore (a. 1691,
1606, 1698, 1707, 1718) had little of interest, while most of the
information contained in Biglietti di Monsignore Segretario could be
inferred from the preceding series.

In general these sources give us a reasonably complete picture of
the situation in Ireland under the penal code. The growth of that
code is followed accurately and in chronological order.
